Derek Redmond’s Father

In just over a week, the 2008 Beijing Olympic

Games begin. For the athlete who makes it to
the Olympics it is generally the pinnacle of their

careers. It is everything they have trained for.
Every one of them has given up so much to be
there — for that one opportunity to be the best in
the world.

Derek Redmond was a British athlete who held
the British record for the 400 metres sprint from
1985 until 1992. His dream was to win an
Olympic gold medal in 1992 in Barcelona. In
the lead up to these Olympics he won gold
medals in the 400 metres at the World
Championships, European Championships and
Commonwealth Games. Although he was
nearing the end of his career he was in career
best form. With a series of injuries from years
past, he knew that these Olympics would
definitely be his last. Coming into the event he
posted the fastest time of the first round and
went on to win his quarter-final. In the semi
final he was considered the outright favourite to
win. If he won, he would run for gold in the
final and possibly achieve his life long dream.

For those of you who don't
have a computer or are reading this on a train (or
are too lazy to go to your computer), Derek
Redmond did not win — he came last.

About 150 metres into the race he felt as though
he had been shot in the back of his leg and his
hamstring muscle snapped. He collapsed in
agony and distress and wept. He then lifted
himself to his feet and began to hobble his way
around the track. His Father, who was in the
stands, rushed down through the crowd, ran onto
the track, broke through the officials who tried to
stop him and ran to his son’s side. At first,
Redmond, thinking that this was an official
approaching him, pushed him aside. Then,
realising it was his father, he put his arm around
his dad’s shoulders and wept and limped to the
end of the race using his father for support and
solace.

Our Heavenly Father left His seat in Heaven to
show us the way. Our Heavenly Father cheers
us on from the sidelines, yet is there for us when
we need Him in a crisis. Our Heavenly Father
wants us to put our arm around His shoulder
when we ourselves cannot go on. Our Heavenly
Father does not love us because we are winners.
He loves us because we are His sons and
daughters. It is sometimes only in our moments
of distress and hopelessness that we realise how
much we need our Heavenly Father and how
wonderful He is.

When interviewed afterward, Redmond’'s dad
said, “I got him started in his athletics careed an

| wanted to be there when he finished it too.”
Your Heavenly Father was there when you got
started and He wants to be there to help you
complete your race on earth too. He is our
humble, waiting, loving Father.

Yet to all who received Him, to those who
believed in His name, He gave the right to
become children of God. John 1:12

Pick Up & Drop Off in Billanook Way

Over many years the school has written to
parents requesting that parents drop off and pick
up students from the designated areas within the
school property. Unfortunately, there have been
many complaints from our neighbours in
Billanook Way because of the disregard by some
parents of the traffic signage and frequent
obstruction to access of their property. This
creates a dangerous environment for the pick up
of students. You will be aware that we have
requested many times for respect of both the
road rules and the rights of property owners in
Billanook Way. Unfortunately, the school has
no jurisdiction to manage traffic infringements
on a public road and has relied on you to adhere
to road laws and on the authorities to manage the
legal aspects.

A traffic incident this week has resulted in a
formal complaint to the Lilydale police. We

have been advised by the police that the
complaint is being investigated. The school has
also been asked by Lilydale police to advise
parents/drivers that they intend to regularly
patrol Billanook Way to ensure that the law is
obeyed when children are being collected from
the school. Drivers found disobeying the traffic
requirements or disrupting the free access of
residents to and from their property will be fined.



We urgently seek your co-operation to obey the
traffic requirements in this congested area or,
alternatively, collect students from within the

property. The flow of traffic into and out of the

property has improved markedly with the

construction of a new roundabout, the
bituminization and widening of Old Melbourne

Road and with controlled intersections in

Kimberley Drive and Maroondah Highway. The

school works hard to be a highly responsible
organisation in our community and values its
respectful and co-operative relations with

neighbours and other groups. We seek the
assistance of all Oxley families in supporting

this.

Education Tax refund

Many of you will be aware of changes to income
tax deductions for the 2008/2009 income tax
year to allow you to claim up to $750 for
primary students and $1500 for secondary
students. In order to be eligible you must keep
records of your eligible expenses and simply add
them in as eligible deductions in next year's tax
return.

* If you are concerned about not obtaining the
ENTER for the course that interests you, ask
about the possibility of transfer after 1st year.
What is recommended?

* Look at the facilities available and make
comparisons with other universities offering the
same/similar courses. Where would you prefer
to be?

* Find out about clubs and societies available

* Consider transport/parking issues. Perhaps
travel to Open Day the way you will travel if you
enrol there. Will you will be happy with this for

3 or 4 years?

* Look at accommodation available on campus
if you plan to live away from home. Find out
when you need to book a place, and how much it
will cost.
